All tné®ys
have permanent homes with families and they help work on the family farms.

Elemer is still working for the owner of the Draauiotel and has his own apartment. Ergie is worfaong
a family as a nanny to a small girl. The grandpiréave recently changed their will and are nowitea
their home to Ergie when they die.

Florin’s family came looking for him and he wentrhe to live with his
mother and her brother. His father is dead andrHaill inherit a
substantial house and land. He came back withrigkeuo visit his old
friends and he looked smart and happy. Bela, Gaidi Viorel have set up &
home on their own in a little house kindly donabgdPeter Sidgwick and &

extra money by doing jobs for people in the villaGesti is a good cook
and it looks as though this will become a permaaer@ngement.

Gusti and Sylviu have gone to Cadea as a step ¢isvggning on a building
and decorating course in Oradea.

Ana and Cornelia moved into the Wood House in thtellgrounds and
made a good start to living on their own but momekmneeds to be done o
the house and so the girls will move into Houser2lie winter and start
again in the Spring.

Things are changing all the time and what | amiagimay well be out of date by the time you read it
The remaining young people are now divided betweenhouses, house 2 and house 5.

House 2 (Trandafir) we hope to make in to a hooné&for 7 girls with a single house mother whotsisi
daily and who does not live in. We will be doing dest to make this little farm as productive asgiae
so that, with their State Benefits, they can livenfortably and pay for the House mother out offtren
profits. After seeing how well Cristi and the bayge managing we have realised the girls could\edsil
the same. They will have a cow, pigs and chick&hsy already have a poly tunnel and are really gaod
caring for the vegetables. We are also activelkilopinto the possibility of setting up an applegs so
that they can produce apple juice to sell to thele@nd shops in the area.

This will leave us about 8 boys and girls to limeHouse 5 (St Peter’s) . These young people need mo
assistance than the others and some will needdliglmeir lives. They are all in their early twesg so
they will need care for another 50 years at |€asary or what?!



The local Council said last year that they woulkektaver the running of the houses but they are waye
now as we feared they might. This is why we haagest close and this is why we have been looking fo
positive alternatives for as many as young peopleossible. We felt that if we could just reduce th
salary bill the Council might manage but it is teiking very hopeful. We have 2 options open to us.
Firstly we can go again to the Children’s Departtvaerd try and negotiate a better deal with thene Th
last time we talked they were saying that they wdake over the running of the houses

but they wouldn’t guarantee to keep on the Hdvsthers and they wouldn’t agree not to move the
young people around to other establishments. Thgbtrstill be the best option but it's a worryingen

The other option is to raise one million poundsselwes and create a Trust in the names of the némgai
young people so that they are cared for long afeeare dead and gone.

So now you know why | am writing!

We need £10,000 to set up the apple press busiigsthe girls, £1,000,000 to safeguard the futfrthe
youngsters in House 5 AND (While you are in the djodnamarie needs a better 4 wheel drive to get her
around. The one we bought for her father 10 yegoshas finally given up the ghost. We propose ¢tk lo
around for a decent LH drive vehicle here in UK &w®h (Heather’s son) will drive it out. So we need
further £10,000 for that too! We might all be gedtiold and decrepit but we could do it if we tried!

Some of you will know that | have just had
another time in hospital. Yet another cancer to be
taken out. It was a particularly nasty time but |
had a good surgeon and | was supported by so
many prayers that | am now on the mend again.
Thank you all so much. One thing that kept me
going was the knowledge that there was still work
to do in Romania and | am determined to see that
everyone of our young people is as safe and as
secure as possible. | will be retiring again from
Parish work at Christmas and will be moving in
with my son Philip and his family in Grampound.
It is his address at the top of this letter and thi

will be the new address for the White Cross from
now on. Philip has been helping me with the
Charity from the beginning and will be going ootRomania with Hilary and Heather to run the
Christmas party for the young people this year ynptace. Once | get my strength back | will be able
give a bit more time to the business of fund rgsind promoting the Guest House. | will also habé a
more time to spend in my little old house in Romaatim looking forward to that!

Until we have the future of all the youngsters ceeadbly secure | will be continuing to write appkters.
